The Department of Mental Health (DMH) and
the Missouri Behavioral Health Council (MBHC)
have partnered with providers to identify
common behavioral themes that require
additional support, current service options, and
minor alterations to service implementation
that can help individuals with BHIDD have a
better quality of life. 

The priority is on individuals with the greatest
need first: the people with BHIDD currently
boarding in a hospital, jail, or homeless shelter. 

The DMH and MBHC have started contacting
multiple providers to receive feedback
regarding the submission of proposals for the
development, start-up, and furnishing costs of
space/units to meet the needs of this BHIDD
population.
